CAUTIONS - DO’S

* Check the appliance and the supply cord for damage regularly.

¢ Check your mains supply is the same as that indicated on the product
before connecting.

¢ Ensure that the appliance is used on a firm, flat surface.

¢ Allow to cool before putting on or taking off any parts.

* When cleaning or storing, always pull out the plug from the socket -
do not yank the cord - and allow the appliance to cool completely
beforehand.




CAUTIONS - DON'TS

* Never leave the appliance unattended whilst in use.

* The appliance must never be immersed in water or any other liquid.

* Never use the appliance outdoors.

* Do not use the appliance for any other purpose than for which it is
intended.
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* Never move the appliance whilst it is in use.

Never allow the supply cord to overhang the edge of a surface or
come into contact with any hot surface.

Never use the appliance if the supply cord or plug is damaged or if the
appliance has been damaged in any manner.

Do not use accessory attachments not recommended by the appliance
manufacturer, as doing so may cause injury.

Children must not play with the appliance. The cord must be kept out of
reach of children aged less than 8 years.

Do not attempt to make repairs to the appliance. If the supply cord
becomes damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or a
similarly qualified person.

WARNING - Do not use a knife or other utensil to remove toast from the
toaster, or to clean the toaster.

BEFORE USE

1. Remove ALL packaging.

2. Ensure the supply voltage is the same as that indicated on the product

3. Note - At first use of the toaster, fumes may be emitted. This is normal and will cease
after a few minutes.

USE
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. Ensure the toaster is switched on at the wall outlet.

. Insert bread into one or both slot/s.

. Use the heat dial (D) to select the desired level of toasting.

. Push down the toast lever (C) to begin toasting.

. Select presets as required using the buttons on the front of the toaster.

FUNCTIONS

The toaster has presets that can be selected by pressing the corresponding button
after the toast lever (C) has been pushed down. Once selected, the mode cannot be
cancelled without stopping toasting.

. The ‘Stop’ button (E) can be used to stop toasting before the current cycle has
completed.

. The ‘Reheat’ button (F) can be used to heat up toast.

. The ‘Defrost button (G) can be used to thaw bread stored in a freezer, before
toasting.

Buttons (F) and (G) have corresponding LEDs that will illuminate to indicate the current
selection. Button (E) has a corresponding LED that will illuminate to indicate that
toasting is in progress.

MAINTENANCE & CLEANING
1. Unplug the power plug and allow the toaster to cool down before cleaning.

2. Wipe/clean the exterior of the toaster and cord with a soft damp cloth. Do
not use strong or abrasive cleaners, as they may damage the finish.

3. Slide the crumb tray out and use a smalll brush or cloth to brush the crumbs
away. Once clean, slide the crumb tray back and ensure it locks into place.

4. Do not attempt to clean the inside of the toaster or allow liquid to enter, as
doing so may damage the heating elements.
